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Dr Xiuyuan Dong is Associate Professor at Qingdao Institute of Humanities and 

Social Sciences, Shandong University. He received his PhD from Shandong University 

in 2014, and was a post-doctoral fellow at Bar-Ilan University from 2015 to 2016. His 

research interests lie in Medieval Jewish and Islamic philosophy, particularly in 

cosmology and its epistemological and metaphysical foundations. His publications 

include the Chinese translation of Maimonides’ Mishneh Torah: Sefer ha-Madda (The 

Code of Maimonides: The Book of Knowledge, 2015) and that of al-Farabi’s al-Madīna al-

Fāḍila (The Principles of Opinions of the Citizens in the Virtuous State, 2016), and “The 

Presence of Buddhist Thought in Kalām Literature” (Philosophy East and West, 68:3,
