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Dr Fitzroy Morrissey is a Fellow of All Souls and an intellectual historian of the Islamic 

world. He is the author of A Short History of Islamic Thought (Head of Zeus, 2021) and the 

editor of Between Judaism and Islam: A Special Issue of the Journal of Modern Jewish Studies in 

Honour of Samuel Miklos Stern (2021). 

 

Abstract: Samuel Miklos Stern (1920-1969) was a Hungarian orientalist, a graduate of the 

Hebrew University of Jerusalem, and a Fellow of All Souls. Through an exploration of the 

life and work of Stern and his teachers (Baneth, Goitein, Kraus & Walzer), this talk will 

analyse the tradition of 20th-century Jewish orientalism which they embodied.
